TRAVEL TO CASTLE MOUNTAIN RESORT
The Calgary International Airport is the closest airport.  It is a 2.5 hour drive (approx.) south from the airport.   There is a map on the website:  www.skicastle.ca 

Please be aware that radar is often set up in Beaver Mines (the last little town before Castle Mountain) so watch for the 50 km speed limit so your trip isn’t marred by a ticket coming or going.  

HELPFUL HINT
Beaver Mines has a grocery store that sells a variety of food, including sandwiches, local beef/bison, beer/wine.  There isn’t a grocery store at Castle Mountain so it is your last opportunity to purchase supplies if you are staying on the hill.  There are full size grocery stores in Pincher Creek as well as other shopping.
