Maureen called the meeting to order at 6:55PM.  There were no additions to the agenda.
Mike Trevor moved and Jay seconded approval of the ADC minutes from May 15, 2010.  Motion carried.
Coaching Courses this fall include Club Coach, Air1, TSM 1&2, and Park & Pipe.  Meredith will also conduct a Freestylerz Leadership course for the clubs piloting the new Can Freestyle program.  One manual that includes all these courses for the Advanced Club Coach is being printed currently.  Each club will receive one for their CanFreestyle programming.  Coaches will be able to purchase their own for $20 from the AFSA. This summer Chip and Jer took facilitator training for the new air modules.  For the Technical Ski Modules for moguls, Chris Peel, Murray Cluff and Elisa Kurylowicz have been approached to take facilitator training in December.  Coaches at the meeting were asked to indicate who the aerial qualifiers in Alberta are. Those named include Chip Milner, Brett McClelland, Mike Trevor, Jay Vaughan, Kevin Buck, Dave Stevenson, Jer Batchelor, Marc Shymko, Chris Peel, Mike Richards, and Patty Breault.  Several recall taking an online refresher course with Katerina Kubenk.  Maureen will submit those names to the CFSA as records are being restored.  Our NCCP files dating back many years have been given to Lucinda Jagger at the CFSA.  As coaches take the new courses this fall their records will be stored with the CFSA and AFSA and they will not be posted immediately on the www.coach.ca website.

Coaches went through the updated AFSA Selection Criteria for 2010-11, advised and endorsed the following changes:
· 2.0 Ranking Lists  - Add the Revolution Tour; Aspen Open replaces the US Open; and the Dew Tour Qualifier will be included if at least 6 Alberta athletes are able to participate. 
· 4.0 Weighting of Mogul Competitions – Canadian Series reduced to 80%; add Canadian Selection 85%.  Except for Provincials, in elimination rounds all final results will be weighted an additional 2%.
· 5.0 Weighting of Halfpipe Competitions and Big Air / Slopestyle Competitions - add 90/95% (semi/final) for Jr. World Champs; 80/85% for Rev Tour; 80% for Canada Winter Games; and 75% for Junior Nationals.  Delete Gatorade Tour.  The RPA list from the previous season will be used until the first ranked event.   The top score in the round will be used to calculate the RPA.
· 7.0 Provincials & AB Champs – Competition format for the 2010-2011season for the disciplines of Moguls (depending on the field size), Big Air, Slopestyle and Halfpipe will be the best score from two runs.  Dual Moguls will be run by elimination format seeded from the single mogul event according to age category at the AB Champs.
· 10.0 Alberta Winter Games – Suggestion to have the age categories and medals match freestyle classifications such as M4, F4, M3, F3, etc. that are used at our AWG qualifying event. New clubs K-Squad Moguls and Bow Valley Freestyle were added into Zone 7 initially.  The first unused spots go to the freestyle clubs with the largest number of LTAD Train to Train athletes until all zones are equal.   A minimum of one member per zone registered as coach must be NCCP qualified to at least certified Club Coach.
· 12.0 Canadian Championships – Selection process is determined by the CFSA using a declared national ranking system.  The Canada Post Mogul Cup Tour is new for 2010-2011. Check the CFSA website for national ranking and selection details.
· 13.0 Canadian Series – Add Slopestyle to the list of disciplines.
· 14.0 Canada Winter Games – Athletes must be born on or after July 2, 1992 and on or before July 1, 1996 inclusive.  CWG selection event cut off date will be January 4, 2011.  Injury clause will be in effect whenever needed so long as a physician’s note is provided and the athlete is returned to competitive form prior to January 4, 2011.
· 18.0 Canada West All Area Ski Pass – in now based on the number of junior age NorAm competitive athletes.
For Canada Winter Games, we will approach the next ranked female mogul skiers below the current AB mogul team members to attend part of the Apex mogul team training. Then on Coach Elisa Kurylowicz’s recommendation, females may be invited to attend the Canada Selection competition in Val St. Come in December.  This would provide the one 2010-2011 season score to combine with three from last year to select the top two mogul females eligible to attend the CWG. 

Coaches reviewed the competition schedule.  Mike Haid indicated that March 19-20 the K-Squad would host a Jumps and Bumps/Nancy Green level competition at Nakiska.  This is the same date as Grande Prairie’s Club Competition but serves a different level of athlete.  AFSA still wants to host a provincial Halfpipe contest sometime in March at COP. 
Head Judge Donna Hateley gave a judges update informing coaches that all 5 judges would be scoring overall for halfpipe, slopestyle and big air competitions this season.  She is holding regional judges clinics and happy to see some athletes attending them.  Donna and Maureen have been to a FIS snowboard judges clinic.  We hope to have a slopestyle/halfpipe judge clinic right before the Canadian Series at COP in January with a snowboard facilitator, IJC skiing video, and former pro skier Phil Larose.  Donna asked coaches who may have some trick ID video to send it to her.  
Maureen spoke about the coach’s duty of care at the end of ski classes which is part of a recent major legal award affecting Alpine Canada.   It must be clearly communicated to parents where and when a ski class ends and the coach is responsible for all of the participants till then and there.
In Other Business, the 2010 version of the Air Manual (ARQ) is being completed and will soon be posted on the CFSA website under Member Services/Downloads.  The revised document permits doubles in big air and slopestyle provided athletes have qualified the jumps and the TD/coaches determine the site is safe to perform them.  Doubles in halfpipe will be managed on a case-by-case basis upon application to the CFSA – send documents and video to John Pomeroy.
In the Round Table, Scott McKnight reminded clubs using Bumps and Jumps to register to receive the resources.  Go to the www.freestyleski.com, then Club Zone, then RBC Jumps and Bumps, click on Register.  Meredith needs your mailing address to forward the resources.  Scott also spoke about possible fun activities for club athletes to participate in between the finals of the COP World Cup moguls and aerials on Saturday, Jan. 29.  It’s a great event for our clubs to come and watch.
Meeting adjourned at 9:00 PM.
Next meeting of ADC will occur in the spring after the conclusion of the season.
